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2020 Bacigalupi Pinot Noir

WINEMAKER NOTES

This vintage is magic in a bottle. The aroma conjures up bright red
and black cherry, floral tones, and a touch of fennel. As you take
your first sip, red fruit and berries sing on the palate, chased with
subtle, elegant hints of baking spices. The lingering finish
showcases the wine’s natural brightness and acidity. Delicious
now, but a vintage that will keep aging beautifully for years to
come.

WINEMAKING TECHNIQUES

Harvested early in the morning to ensure gentle processing of cool
fruit, the clusters were hand-sorted, destemmed, and crushed to
release the juice. The extraction process began from the skins and the
grapes were fermented in jacketed, open-top tanks. Finally, once the
fermentation process was complete, the wine was pressed into tanks
and racked clean into a combination of 40% New French Oak barrels
for 11 months of aging.

Bacigalupi rose to prominence after the 1976 Paris Wine Tasting,
when the 1973 Chateau Montelena Napa Valley Chardonnay
triumphed over many acclaimed French wines in a professional blind
tasting. 40% of the fruit for that winning wine came from Bacigalupi
Vineyard. Warm days for ripening and cool nights for preservation of
acidity ensure balance and quality. This legendary vineyard has been
owned and managed by the Bacigalupi family since 1956, now
encompassing 125 acres of premium grapes.

VINTAGE NOTES

Despite the challenging circumstances of 2020, our tailored and
precise winemaking skills produced excellent wines. Dry soils from
successive years of drought, early bud break and warm temperatures
delivered short yields. But the extra stress on the vines led to intense
fruit flavors. This vintage’s grapes showcased a natural balance
between fruit character and acidity.
